24.7 Thebiddershouldquotethepricesstrictlyonlineinthemannerindicatedhereinfailingwhich the bid 

is liable for rejection. The rate/prices shall be infigures. 

 

24.8 No post bid development shall be allowed regarding any change in terms of prices or techno- 

commercial specifications. Notwithstanding anything contained to the contrary in the 

specifications of the bid or in subsequent exchange of correspondence, these conditions of 

Contract shall be binding on the bidder and any change or variation expressed or implied, 

however, made in the said condition shall not be entertainedwhatsoever. 

 

24.9 The bid documents include certain statements, description, projections etc. with respect tothe 

DISCOM and their businesses. They reflect various assumptions made by the management 

and/or their consultants. No representation, promise or warranty is given to their 

reasonableness, completeness or otherwise. The bidders are expected to make their own 

judgmentsofthesame.Uponreceiptoftheirbids,itshall beconstruedthattheyhavebasedit on their 

own independent analysis andjudgment. 

 

25. Opening of bids 
 

25.1 The DISCOM shall open online bids at the date and time for opening of bids as specified in 

Section-I “Essential tender information” of this bid document or on the date and time as 

intimated to the bidder on successful completion of evaluation of techno-commercial bids in 

caseofSingle-StageTwo-Envelopebidding.Intheeventofthespecifieddatefortheopening of bids 

being declared a holiday for the DISCOM, the bids will be opened at the appointed time on 

the next workingday. 

 

25.2 Bids that are not opened and read out at bid opening will not be considered for further 

evaluation, regardless of thecircumstances. 

 

25.3 The bidders‟ names, bid prices, and the presence or absence of the requisite EMD and such 

other details as DISCOM at its discretion may consider appropriate, will be recorded at the 

time of bid opening.

28. DISCOM’s right to accept any bid, and to reject any or allbids 

28.1 The DISCOM reserves the right to accept or reject any bid, and to annul the bidding process 

andrejectallbidsatanytimepriortoawardofContract,withouttherebyincurringanyliability to the 

affected bidder(s) or any obligation to inform the affected bidders) of the grounds for such 

decision. No correspondence, in any form, and at any time, shall be entertained by the 

DISCOM in this regards. 

29. Currency of PriceBid 

 

29.1 Fortheworks/servicesrequiredinthebid,allpricesorratesshallbequotedinIndianNational Rupees 

(INR) only as the payment for such works/services shall be made in Indian currency only 

(i.e. Indian NationalRupees). 

 

30. Interpretation of conditions ofbid(s) 

 

30.1 TheDISCOMshallbethefinalauthoritytointerpretanyorallcondition(s)/clause(s)specified in the 

bid documents at any point of time.

1. Discom’srepresentative 

1.1 The Discom shall appoint anofficer/employee designated as the Controlling Officer/Officer-in- 

chargewhoshallcarryoutthefunctionsandobligationsoftheDiscomundertheContract. 

 
1.2 TheDiscommayfromtimetotimeappointanyotherpersonastheControllingOfficer/Officer in-

chargeinplaceofthepersonpreviouslysoappointed,andshallgiveanoticeofthenameof 

suchotherpersontotheContractorwithoutdelay.TheDiscomshalltakereasonablecaretosee 

thatnosuchappointmentismadeatsuchatimeorinsuchamannerastoimpedetheprogress of 

works/services. The Controlling Officer/ Officer-in-charge shall represent and act for the 

Discomatalltimesduringthecurrency/validityoftheContract. 

 
1.3 Any decision, instruction or approval given by the Controlling Officer /Officer-in-charge of 

the Discomto shall be binding on theContractor. 

 
1.4 Allnotices,instructions,orders,consents,certificates,approvalsandallothercommunications 

undertheContractshallbegivenbytheControllingOfficer/Officer-in-charge.

2.2 The Controlling Officer/officer-in-charge shall be at liberty to object to the presence of any 

representative or person employed by the Contractor for execution of the Contract or 

otherwiseatthesite,whoinhis/heropinionisfoundtohavemisconducthim-self/her-selforbe 

incompetentornegligentandtheContractorshallremovethepersonsoobjectedto,uponreceipt 

fromtheControllingOfficer/officer-in-chargeanoticeinwritingrequiringhimtodosoand shall 

provide in his place a competent representative at the Contractor’s risk andexpense. 

3. Bankruptcy/Insolvency of theContractor 

3.1 If the contractor is imprisoned, becomes insolvent, compound with his creditors, has a 

receivingordermadeagainsthimorcarriesonbusinessunderareceiverforthebenefitofthe creditor 

or any of them or being a partnership firm, become dissolved or being a corporation, 

goesintoliquidationorisbeingwoundup,notbeingavoluntarywindingupforthepurposeonly 

ofamalgamationorreconstruction,theDiscomshallbeatliberty: 

Togivesuchliquidatedcontractororotherpersoninwhom,theContractmaybecomevested, the 

option thereof to award the Contract or a portion to any other contractor, thereof to be 

determined by the Discom subject to his/her providing an appropriate guarantee for the 

performance of suchContract. 
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4. Duty and Behavior of Contractor’sPersonnel 

4.1 The personnel deployed by the Contractor must always carry their Photo-ID card issued by 

Disocm. 

 

4.2 ThepersonneldeployedbytheContractorshallmaintainthedecorumandobeytheinstructions of 

the officer-in-charge of the Discom for that particular work and place of duty. They must 

followtheproceduresofduty,performanceandstipulatedtimeguidelineforworkinghoursas set 

by the officer-in-charge of the Discom from time totime. 

 
 

4.3 ItshallbeacceptedasaninseparablepartoftheContractthatinmattersregardingcompetency, 

efficiency,conductandbehaviour,thedecisionoftheOfficer-in-chargeoftheDiscomshallbe final 

and binding on the Contractor in all suchmatters.

9.1 AllpersonsdeployedbytheContractorshallbeofsoundphysicalandmentalhealthandshould 

notbeundertheinfluenceofanydrugorliquorduringdutyandhavefullknowledgeand 
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experiencetocompetentlycompletethejobassignedtothem.Incaseitisfoundthatanylosshas 

occurredtotheDiscom‟sproperty/interestduetodeploymentofsuchpersonnel,thesameshallhaveto

bereplacedbytheContractorwithoutanyextracosttotheDiscom. 

 
10. Subletting 

10.1 TheContractorshallnotsubletanyactivityoranypartthereofundertheContract. 

 
11. ForceMajeure 

11.1 ForceMajeuremeansanyeventorcircumstanceorcombinationofeventsandcircumstances 

including those stated below that wholly or partly prevents or unavoidably delays an affected 

partyintheperformanceofitsobligationsunderthisAgreement,butonlyifandtotheextentthat such 

events or circumstances are not within the reasonable control, directly or indirectly, of the 

affectedpartyandcouldnothavebeenavoidediftheaffectedpartyhadtakenreasonablecareor 

complied with prudent utilitypractices. 

 

11.2 ActofGod,including,butnotlimitedtolightning,drought,fireandexplosion(totheextent 

originatingfromasourceexternaltothesite),earthquake,volcaniceruption,landslide,flood, 

cyclone, typhoon, tempest, tornado, mutiny, civil commutation, riot, terrorist attack, strike 

(subjecttocertificationbyLabourCommissioner),lock-out(subjecttocertificationby 

LabourCommissioner), exceptionally adverse weather conditions which are in excess of the 

statistical measures for the last hundred (100) years, any act of war (whether declared or 

undeclared), invasion, armed conflict or act of foreign enemy, blockade, embargo, direct or 

indirectpoliticalevents;oranyeventorcircumstanceofanatureanalogoustoanyoftheabove.

12.2 TheDiscomshallnotbeliablefordamageorcompensationpayableasperprovisionoflaw/act in 

respect or consequence of any accident or injury to any workmen or other person in the 

employmentoftheContractor.TheContractorshallhavetopayallclaims,demands,proceedings 

costs,chargesandexpenseswhatsoeverinrespectthereoforinrelationthereto. 

 

 

12.3 In the event of any accident and/or injury, in respect of which compensation may become 

payable under the Workman’s Compensation Act-VIII of 1923 including allamendments 

thereof, Authorized officer of Discom shall have full powers to retain out of any sums

v. If it comes to the Discom‟s notice that the Contractor is indulged in forging 

DocumentsandsubmittingforgeddocumentsofEPFChallansheet,ESIC 

receiptof personnel deployed byit 
vi. IftheContractorbecomesbankruptorinsolvent,goesintoliquidation. 

vii. IftheContractorfailstomakepaymentofanyamountpayabletotheDiscom, 

asandwhen the same becomes due. 
viii. IftheContractorfailstoprovide,reneworreplenishthepaymentsecurityand 

/or contract performance guarantee. 

ix. IftheContractorfailstofulfillanyofthedirectionsorordersofthe………….or 

comply with the requirement of the electricity laws or other laws in relation 

to bid area.

(i) The offered indigenously manufactured or collaborators manufactured equipment 

should have been type tested and report submitted with the tender. 

(ii) The collaborator's equipment shall have three years operating experience under 

tropical climate. 

1.2.5. For those indigenous manufacturers who have neither manufactured 20% quantity, indigenously 

and nor got their equipment type tested but are qualifying because of his foreign collaborator's 

manufacturing experience and type testing, the maintenance period shall be 54 months from the date 

of receipt of material at site or 48 months from the date of commissioning, whichever is earlier, 

instead of 18 months &12 months respectively as provided under clause30 of Form-'B'. 

1.2.6 The bidders have to quote minimum 50% of the tender edquantity and shall 

have to submit earnest money deposit preportationately. 

1.2.7 The bidder should not be blacklisted/debarred from business in any Govt./Semi 

Government/PSU/Local Bodies etc. at the time of bid opening. They have to 

submit an undertaking regarding this along with the bid. 

 
B. For the Services/work specification:- 

a. Technical Requirement:- 

i. The bidder should have a valid Class ‘A’ Electrical License Holder. or                       
The bidder will submit copy of the application made for obtaining Class ‘A’

iii) Solvency:- the bidder should have a minimum solvency of Rs. ….. 

(25% of estimated cost) or credit facility for the same from 

Nationalized/scheduled Commercial bank. (Not More than One Year 

Old) 

c. The bidder shall have to annex character certificate from the District Magistrate along 

with the Techno Commercial part of the bid document, issued within 3 months from the 

date of bid opening.
